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UN: Relief supplies for flood-hit could run out in weeks

The United Nations has warned that
humanitarian agencies are running
out of resources to assist those
affected by floods in southern
Pakistan, even as the need for clean
water, food, shelter and medical
services increases among the more
than 8 million people in affected
communities.

The UN and its partners launched
the Pakistan Floods Rapid Response
Plan to support the government’s
efforts to address the immediate
needs of up to 8 million people for
six months, but that funding request
has received only $19 million of the
$357 million needed.

“Urgent relief is critical as families
continue to suffer in the aftermath
of the floods. Unless we receive new
pledges to the Floods 2011 Rapid
Response Plan, millions of people
will be left in need of food, clean
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water and essential medicines for
months to come,’ said Timo Pakkala,
the UN Humanitarian Coordinator
for Pakistan.

Humanitarian agencies have food
stocks to last a month, while safe
drinking water and emergency shelter
materials are expected to run out in
weeks if not replenished, according
to the UN Office for the Coordination
of Human Affairs (OCHA).

Sindh Province:
Flooded breadbasket
spells economic
hardships

Monsoon floods that sunk Pakistan’s
arable belt for a second year running
have piled economic woes on top
of a humanitarian catastrophe
facing up to eight million people in
the south.

Crops of grain, cotton, sugarcane,
fruit and vegetables have been
submerged, clocking up nearly $2
billion in farming losses, and experts
say the disaster could worsen the
country’s already dismal growth and
inflation prospects.

The UN's Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) estimates that
nearly three quarters of southern
Sindh province’s crops have been
damaged or destroyed by the
waters, while two thirds of food
stocks have also been hit.

In Mirpurkhas, one of the most fertile
and badly-flooded districts, the
branches of cotton plants were
blackened with water damage, and
the usually white buds were colour-
less and droopy. Rice plants that
usually bloom above watery paddy
fields were completely submerged,
while stalks of sugarcane were
miserably short at five feet tall.

The floods and rain deepen the risk
of losing more vital livestock assets
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and for some, missing another
opportunity to plant wheat and
other essential crops.

Agriculture makes up 23 percent of
Pakistan’s GDP and a senior finance
ministry official, who did not want
to be named, estimated that the
country’s overall growth rate could
fall from 4.5 to three per cent on
current trends. “It could (also)
increase inflation by two to three
per cent by the end of this calendar
year — from 13 to a maximum of 16
per cent,” a Sindh'’s agriculture
ministry official said.

Pakistan’s largest agricultural trading
customers are the United States,
which takes more than one fifth of
cotton, textiles and rice exports, and
China, which takes 15 per cent.

Kunri town in Mirpurkhas will lose
the distinction of being one of the
prominent chilli production areas in
Asia as 100,000 acres of the red chilli
crops have been submerged. It is yet
another blow to our economy.

PPAF ahead of its relief

targets

Being the first national institution
to respond to the flood affectees’
plight in Sindh, Pakistan Poverty
Alleviation Fund (PPAF) has so far
provided dry food items including
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flour, pulses, salt, sugar, red chiliand
tea, etc. have been distributed
among 61,000 flood-hit families
against the original target of 58,000
affected families.

Through its three partner
organizations namely National Rural
Support Program (NRSP), Badin Rural
Development Society (BRDS) and
Health and Nutrition Development
Society (HANDS), PPAF has launched
Rs. 258 million relief operation in 14
out of 46 badly affected union
councils of district Badin.

Hygiene kits including buckets with
lid, bath mug, hand wash soap and
laundry soap have been provided
to 59,480 families. Potable water is
being provided on regular basis and
so far 23,390 families have availed
of the fresh water facilities while 625
families have been provided with
simplified shelters.

In order to provide healthcare
services and preventing outbreak
of water-borne diseases among
affectees, PPAF has set up seven
mobile medical camps in each
union council and has provided
healthcare services to more than
8,766 patients.

On the completion of the relief
phase, PPAF will start working on
early recovery, reconstruction and
rehabilitation and mitigation and
preparedness phases of disaster
management in Sindh coast, as in
other areas of Pakistan.

PPAF is already implementing the
Rs. 2.6 billion multi-sector Sindh
Coastal Area Development (SCAD)
programme in Sindh, with allocation
of over 65 per cent of its resources
to the disaster-prone union councils
of Badin and Thatta.

Torrential monsoon rains have lashed
Sindh, triggering flooding and
affecting over eight million people,
among them communities still
recovering from last year's
extraordinary floods, according to
the United Nations.

Following the rains, over 430 people
have lost their lives, 6.79 million acres
of land is inundated with 1.7 million
acres of standing crops damaged,
24,000 cattleheads and 0.7 million
houses destroyed.

Sindh is the worst affected province
by torrential rains in the hardest hit
areas, having led to rainfall exceeding
in a few days what on average
accumulates in an entire monsoon
season.

22 out of the 23 districts of Sindh are

covered in floodwater, especially
Badin, Mirpurkhas, Sanghar,
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Tharparkar, Umer Kot, Tando
Muhammad Khan, Tando Allahyar,
Benazirabad, Jamshoro and
Naushehro Feroze, as well as some
parts of Balochistan province.

The humanitarian crisis is growing
by the day, with the latest reports
indicating that displaced peoples are
in need of immediate humanitarian
assistance.

The situation for those impacted by
recent monsoons and subsequent
floods is critical, with thousands of
people in need of life-saving
assistance due to lack of food and
safe drinking water and the loss of
livelihoods and homes.

Govt appeal for
international assistance

Prime Minister Syed Yousaf Raza
Gilani has appealed to the
international community and
philanthropists at home and abroad
to step forward and help the
government rescue and rehabilitate
victims of the recent torrential rains
and flash floods in Sindh.
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Seeing first hand the
devastation and vast amount
of floodwater in Sindh, it is a
crucial time to stand in
solidarity with the people of
Pakistan, and build on the
lessons learned from the 2010
floods response to support the
government of Pakistan in
their ongoing relief efforts. —

In a televised address to the nation,
Prime Minister Syed Yousaf Raza
Gilani said the recent floods and
rains have added to the plight of the
nation that has already suffered
several calamities recently, including
the earthquake in 2005, terrorist
attacks in 2009 and the devastating
floods last year.

At the request of the government,
the United Nations agencies have
started a humanitarian response and
launched needs assessments jointly
in Sindh. Most acute needs are
expected in shelter, food security,
water, sanitation, hygiene and health.
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The United Nations will begin its
multi-million dollar humanitarian
assistance program in Sindh in
collaboration with the Pakistan
Disaster Management Authority,
part of which will include feeding
71,000 people daily.

PPAF in Sindh flood
relief with Rs. 258 m

Being the first national institution
to respond to the flood affectees’
plight in Sindh, Pakistan Poverty
Alleviation Fund (PPAF) has
allocated Rs. 258 million and started
relief operations to help 400,000
displaced individuals in 14 union
councils badly ravaged by the
raging flood waters in district Badin.

Through its partner organizations
namely Badin Rural Development
Society (BRDS), National Rural
Support Programme (NRSP) and
Health and Nutrition Development
Society (HANDS), PPAF has started
providing dry ration packs
containing flour, rice, cooking oil,
sugar, pulses, etc. to the flood
affectees. So far 54,976 families have
been provided dry rations in the
designated union councils of district
Badin.
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As many as 18,934 families have
been provided hygiene kits
containing buckets, jerry cane, soap,
etc. in the abovementioned union
councils, who have been affected
in the wake of heavy monsoon rains.

In order to provide healthcare
services and preventing outbreak
of water-borne diseases among the
affectees, PPAF has started
organizing mobile medical camps
in the abovementioned union
councils, with medical teams
catering to the healthcare needs of
the affectees. So far 7,925 patients

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have been treated at these camps.
Similarly, PPAF has also established
distribution points to provide
potable water to the affectees and
16,661 families have been provided
fresh drinking water so far. PPAF has
also provided shelter to 625 affected
families.

On the completion of the relief
phase, PPAF will start working on
early recovery, reconstruction and
rehabilitation and mitigation and
preparedness phases of disaster
management in Sindh coast, as in
other areas of Pakistan.
